Conditions for using the Yurt and the Community Woodland in Balerno
Note: Please not e we do not take bookings for parties, barbecue or overnight stays in the yurt.  

01. The use of the yurt at our woodland will be in accordance to the event/description and time stated in the form below. 
02. The person making this booking and signing this agreement must be present throughout the whole event in the woodland.

03. It is very important to us that the person signing this agreement is aware that if they are running events, it is likely that vulnerable adults or children may attend their activity and therefore he/she must be aware and sensitive to this, ensuring sufficient support is available for all attendees. 

04. If working with vulnerable adults and/or with children without parent or guardian present, all legislations must be complied with and disclosures must be in place. We will ask for these documents.  

05. All Health and Safety legislation and relevant insurances must be complied with by you or your organisation. The Foundation complies with all legislations required for events run under the Foundation only. By signing this agreement, you agree that your event is not organised by the Foundation, therefore, you or your organisation is responsible for the health and safety legislation and relevant insurance required for your event. 
06. Any damage to the yurt or woodland or the Foundation’s property such as tipee, sweat lodge frames and others during your event will be made good and the full cost plus an additional 20% administration fee will be charged if we are the ones to make it good again. 
07. The Foundation’s board of trustees or co-founders do not accept any responsibility for the loss of property belonging to, nor for accidents sustained by members of group attending your event for the purposes as stated in the form below. 
08. Smoking inside the yurt or around the woodland is strictly prohibited.

09. FIRE SAFETY: for fire safety reasons, a candle can only be lighted if you ensure that this is safe and never left unattended at any time. If fire is on in the woodburn stove, it must not be left unattended at any time either. 

10.  No alcohol or non medicinal drugs shall be used by you or participants attending your event.

11. The COSTS FOR USE of the yurt and the woodland is by donation (suggestion: £5 per hour for community, £10 per hour for charitable organisations, £15 per hour for other organisations). Your donation will contribute towards core costs of our Health Project at the CFPH and towards the annual rent we pay for the woodland. 
12. Individuals can be refused permission to use the woodland where there is any doubt about the conforming to this conditions or the event is not in line with the Foundation’s ethos.

13. The maximum number of participants at an event at the Yurt in the Woodland is 20 and for Health and Safety this should not be exceeded. 
14. Access to the woodland must be through the woodland and not the fields beside it. Participants will need wellington boots or water proof shoes as they will have to cross the stream. There are animals in both fields beside the woodland. There is no danger to human beings however; you must alert your group to keep away from the animals.   

15. For safety reasons, on days that is raining a lot, or if there was a lot of rain a few  days before your event,  it won’t be possible to use the woodland due to the fact that the stream gets really high and is can be dangerous to participants to cross. If that is the case, you are advised to check with us first before going ahead with your event. 

16. The space should be left in a clean and tidy condition as it was found and all rubbish should be taken away. All items used must be left in the manner in which they were found.
17. The maximum number of cars parking close to the woodland is 4 and there is space for another 4 cars 5 minutes walking distance and another 6 cars 10 min walking distance. Talk to us if these spaces are required. No gates nearby should be blocked as farmers need access to them constantly. If more cars are coming please ask people to park at Balerno Village and get a lift from others in the group. Car share is also a good idea.   
18. All advertising and bookings for the events are the responsibility of the lessee/hirer. The Foundation or its volunteers cannot provide this service.
